Also in the meeting, the Boracay InterAgency Rehabilitation and Management Group (BIARMG)

reported that there are still 90 structures on the island that need to be demolished for violating
the 25+5meter beachfront easement rule.

In her report, BIARMG General Manager Natividad Bernardino said occupants of the illegal
structures include 40 indigent families.

She noted that a working group has leen foomed to assess the type of social assistance that each
affected indigent family will need in terms of relocation and or cash assistance.

The working group is composed of representatives from the BIARMG, the DENR, the municipal
government of Malay, Aklan and barangays chiefs of Manodvlanoc, Yapak, and Balabag.

Aklan Gov.Florencio Miraflores assured that the provincial government will also extend help to
the affected families.

To ensure the completion of critical projects in Boracay, the BIATF has been authidzed to
undertake the demolition of remaining establishments encroaching on forest lands and wetlands,
as well as enforce beach and road easement rules.

Meanwhile, Cimatu commended the National Bureau of Investigation (NBI) for the series of
successful orations it carried out in October and November that led to the eviction of big
establishments illegally occupying the forestlands in Barangays Balabag and Manaoanoc.

The NBI has lodged a complaint before the Office of the Provincial Prosecutor of Aklaragainst the
illegal occupants for violation of Presidential Decree (PD) 705 or the Revised Forestry Code of the
Philippines, PD 1067 or the Water Code of the Philippines, and Municipal Order 2004131 which
regulates the construction of buildings and other structures in Boracay.

Metro Manila (CNN Philippines, December 4) 2 Poor residents in Boracay who have been
forced to vacate their homes due to the ongoing rehabilitation on the island will receive aid and
access to "sociakafety nets", Boracay task force chairman Roy Cimatu assured on Friday.

Cimatu, also the environment secretary, said the Boracay task force convened to discuss
establishments that continue to disobey the island's 25 plus 5 meter beachfront easement rule or
no-build zones. Task force general manager Natividad Bernardino said somaf the 90 structures
that have yet to comply are housing 40 indigent families.

"As the BIATF completes its rehabilitation targets... it will make sure that aid will be given to
indigent families affected by the implementation of the easement laws in Boracay," said Cimatu in
a statement, referring to the Boracay Inter-Agency Task Force.

Bernardino also assured that a working group composed of local and environment officials has
been tasked to assess what specific assistance can be given to the affected residents.

On Tuesday, Cimatuacknowledged that not all locals can leave their homesmmediately due to
economic challenges brought by the pandemic. But at the same time, he commended the arrestfo
several violators and noted that demolitions of erring buildings and other structures will continue
to improve Boracay.

In a statement on Thursday, MGB Director Wilfredo Moncano said these operators were found

MANILA, Philippines ?» The Mines and Geosciences Bureau (MGB) has recommended the lifting
of the suspension order against 91 quarry operators around Mayon Volcano in Albay.

MGB director Wilfredo Moncano said lifting the suspension order is necessary to restore the
waterflow capacity of river channels around the volcano.

THE Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) through the Provincial
Environment and Natural Resources Office (Penro) of Zamboanga del Norte released eanti¢his
week a reticulated python in Cogon Ecotourism Park in Dipolog City.

RoseviricoTan, DENR regional information officer, said the python was released on Tuesday,
December 1, 2020, after initial assessments by Penrp personnel revealed that it was hlbgland in
good condition.

Tan said Police Executive Master Sergeant Rev Marcojos, and Police Corporals Louie Magsanay
and Philip Eguia of the Dipolog City Police Station turned over the snake to the Penro after it was
surrendered to them by concerned ciizens.

The wildlife was spated and rescued on November 28 by fisherfolks along the shore of Sunset
Boulevard in Miputak village, Dipolog City.

The python has an estimated length of 353 centimeters and a diameter of 12.5 centimeters,
weighing 20.4 kilograms.

CEBU CITY Philippines 2 The Cebu City Coastal Management Task Force (CMTF) will be
conducting another clean-up drive in seven major coastal and river mouth areas in Cebu City on
Saturday, December 5, 2020 dawn.

The task force has set up 13 major areas for the cleap where volunteers from the private sector
and the barangays will be removing accumulated trash.

Reymar Hijara, the subcommittee chairperson for the CMTF, said that at least 2,254 individuals
have registered to join the cleanup drives in thevarious stations.

The teams will focus their efforts at the Mahiga and Tejero Creeks including the Tejero Bridgethe
mouth of the Guadalupe River, along the coastal areas of Pasil, Mambaling, and the South Road
Properties (SRP); and the river systems pagg through Sawang Calero and Colon Street.

Hijara added that a group of divers has volunteered to help in the oastal clearrup. The diving
team will be deployed at the sea surrounding the Pasil to SRP to collect submerged trash.

Certain areas like the Pail Fish Market will be supplemented with heavy equipment as the area is
overrun with trash, which will make it d ifficult for the volunteers to clear out.

Although the task force is not expecting all volunteers to dtend the clean-up on Saturday, each

areawill be properly marshaled for the implementation of health protocols.

The volunteers are asked to wear face masks and face shields, as well as bring their own gloves for
the clean-up drive. Social and physical disancing must be observed at all times.

Vice Mayor Michael Rama, the chairperson of the task force, said that the cleanp drive is an
offering to God and a reminder to the residents that everyone is a steward of the environment.

Although only a few people can join the actual clean up in the coasthdareas, the vice mayor urged
the residents to take the time to clean up their own areas and canals at home as well. /rcg
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
